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RESOLUTION
ON THE ORGANIZATIONAL STRUCTURE OF THE GOVERNMENT AND THE NUMBER OF DEPUTY PRIME MINISTERS FOR THE XIIITH TENURE

THE NATIONAL ASSEMBLY OF THE SOCIALIST REPUBLIC OF VIETNAM
